The Texas Printing Education Foundation
invites students interested in pursuing a
college degree specializing in Graphic
Communications Technology at the
University of Houston to apply for its
scholarship.

Scholarship And College Application

The application for a Texas Printing
Education scholarship is not the same as an
application for admission to college. In order
to ensure acceptance, the student must apply
for admission to the University of Houston.
The scholarship applicant should request
admission forms and inquire about admission
requirements from the Academic Services
Center at the College of Technology
(713) 743-4100. The applicant is responsible
for applying for admission on time and for
fulfilling all admission requirements. A
scholarship will be awarded only after the
applicant has been admitted to the University
of Houston.

Student Eligibility

To be eligible to compete for a scholarship
award, the student must be:
1... Interested in a career in graphic

communications.
2.. A high school senior or a high school

graduate who has not yet started college;
or, a college student who intends to
transfer to the University of Houston’s
College of Technology to pursue a
bachelor’s degree specializing in Graphic
Communications Technology; or, a
student already enrolled in the Graphic
Communications Technology
specialization at the University of
Houston.

3. All scholarship students must be full-time
students (12 hours or more). Scholarships
are not awarded for part-time study.

4. Scholarship recipients must be enrolled
in the College of Technology at the
University of Houston.

Application For Scholarships
(High School Students)

The total high school record is carefully
considered as awards are based on the
potential college success expected of the
candidates. The high school applicant must
take several important steps to compete for
TPEF scholarships:
1. Apply for and take the Scholastic

Aptitude Test (SAT) of the College
Entrance Examination Board.
(PSAT/NMSQT) and ACT scores are also
acceptable.) Application forms are
available from your school counselor or
principal. Take the SAT on any of the
dates indicated on the scholarship
application. If the SAT registration form
is not received in Princeton, N.J., prior to
registration deadlines, the applicant will
be charged a penalty fee (check with your
school office or guidance counselor).

2. Be sure to have a copy of your scores sent
to the University of Houston - Main
Campus, SAT # 6870, ACT # 4236.

NOTE:

When completing item 11a (or b) of the
SAT registration form, enter code
number 1581 in order to designate our
organization as one of the institutions to
which you want your scores sent. If you
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decide to apply for a scholarship after
taking the SAT, you need not take the
test again but may request that additional
score reports be sent to this program.
(When registering for the ACT test,
indicate that scores should be sent to our
organization by entering our code
number - 4217.) All national test scores
must be received in our office no later
than February 10th.

(IF you have already taken these tests, you
may submit a photocopy of test scores. If
the test scores are included on your
transcripts, you do not need to submit a
separate copy.)
Fill in the scholarship application and
mail it to the Texas Printing Education
Foundation before January 15th of the
current academic year.
Provide a transcript of your high school
grades.
Submit the two recommendation forms
included in this booklet. One should be
completed by a school representative,
such as a teacher, counselor, or principal.
The second form can be completed by
another school representative or an
employer.

NOTE:

It is your responsibility to provide all of
the items required to complete your
application. Only complete applications
will be consideredfor scholarships from
the Texas Printing Education Foundation.
Any application file that is still
incomplete on the deadline, January 15th
will be discarded. Applications received
after January 15th will automatically be
disqualified.

Application For Scholarships
(College Students)

Applications are accepted from those
students who are already enrolled in college.
The college applicant must take several
important steps to compete for TPEF
scholarships:

Fill in the scholarship application and
mail it to the Texas Printing Education
Foundation before March 15th of the
current academic year.
If you currently are a college freshman
provide a transcript of your high school
grades. Photocopies are acceptable.
Provide a transcript of your college
grades. Photocopies are acceptable.
Submit the two recommendation forms
included in this booklet. One should be
completed by a college or university
representative, such as your instructor or
advisor. (You may elect to obtain a
recommendation from your previous high
school teacher, counselor, or principal.)
The second form can be completed by
another school representative or an
employer.

NOTE:

It is your responsibility to provide all of
the items required to complete your
application. Only complete applications
will be considered for scholarships from
the Texas Printing Education Foundation.
Any application file that is still
incomplete on the deadline, March 15th
will be discarded. Applications received
after March 15th will automatically be
disqualified.

Selection Of Finalists

The Scholarship Selection Committee of the
Texas Printing Education Foundation is
composed of printing industry professionals
and educators experienced in interpreting
test scores, school records, and other
pertinent information. The confidential file
of every candidate is carefully reviewed.

The selection of recipients is based upon the
candidate’s academic records; rank in class;
recommendations offered from guidance
counselors, teachers, or principals;
biographical records, which indicate
academic honors; extracurricular interests,
etc.

Announcement Of Winners

Scholarship winners will be notified by letter
in June or July. Each scholarship award
becomes official when the winner verifies
admission to the College of Technology at
the University of Houston. Scholarship
checks will be presented directly to the
recipients.

Scholarship Renewal

A scholarship is awarded for up to four years
of college (unless otherwise specified)
provided the scholarship recipient maintains
a high scholastic average and continues in an
approved program of study. The student’s
record is reviewed at the end of each
academic year and, if satisfactory, the award
is extended for the following year. Students
are required to maintain a "B" (3.0 or better)
average. If a student’s grades fall below a “B”
(3.0), funds will be withheld until the grades
are raised.

Protracted Illness

Serious protracted illness or injury that
would delay a college career would be
considered reason for holding an award on
reserve. Time limits and other restrictions
are to be set by the Texas Printing Education
Foundation. Other leaves of absence will be
considered individually by TPEF.
