[ ] Design Brief

Each year the cost of producing movies increases dramatically. Some of the
increase has been attributed to the need for more and more sophisticated
computer graphics equipment to create the special effects scenes audiences |
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have come to expect. As the cost of movie production has risen, so has the
cost of movie tickets. Ten years ago the cost of a movie was less than $4.00
for an adult and $2.00 for a child under 12. Today ticket prices are often more
than $8.00 per person. As a result, people attending movies are less likely to
spend additional money on candy, sodas, and popcorn. Concession owners
are concerned about this trend and are looking for ways to increase sales.

The Movie-Time Popcorn Company is looking for ways to boost their sales. They have introduced
a contest to find a new and appealing name for their product and design for their popcorn boxes.
Design sheets and guidelines are available at your local theater. The new name for the popcorn
and the new container design will be unveiled at the premier of the latest Rugrats movie. The first
prize winner will also get a lifetime supply of hot buttered popcorn.

Design Problem
Your challenge is to design a popcorn container that will entice movie goers to buy Movie-Time
Popcorn as they go into the theater.
